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Supporting Document for Home Language Assessment
[bookmark: _GoBack]This document provides materials in English, Urdu, German, Kurdish, Chinese, and Arabic to facilitate the Home Language Assessment as outlined in the primary assessment tool. Each section corresponds to the relevant tasks.

1. Speaking Assessment
Task 1: Name and Describe
(Reference: Speaking Assessment - Task 1)
Show the child images of common objects and ask them to name and describe them. Here are some sample prompts:
· English: What is this? Can you tell me something about it?
· Urdu: یہ کیا ہے؟ کیا آپ اس کے بارے میں کچھ بتا سکتے ہیں؟
· German: Was ist das? Kannst du mir etwas darüber erzählen?
· Kurdish: Ev çi ye? Dikare tu tiştê lê bibêje?
· Chinese: 这是什么？你能描述一下吗？
· Arabic: ما هذا؟ هل يمكنك أن تخبرني بشيء عنه؟
Task 2: Personal Questions
(Reference: Speaking Assessment - Task 2)
Ask the child about their daily life, family, and interests. Sample questions:
· English: What do you like to do with your family?
· Urdu: آپ کو اپنے خاندان کے ساتھ کیا کرنا پسند ہے؟
· German: Was machst du gerne mit deiner Familie?
· Kurdish: Tu çi dikî bi malbatê xwe re bikî?
· Chinese: 你喜欢和家人做什么？
· Arabic: ماذا تحب أن تفعل مع عائلتك؟

2. Listening Assessment
Task 1: Following Instructions
(Reference: Listening Assessment - Task 1)
Give simple instructions and observe how well the child follows them.
· English: Point to the red ball.
· Urdu: سرخ گیند کی طرف اشارہ کریں۔
· German: Zeige auf den roten Ball.
· Kurdish: Bi destê xwe ballê soran nîşan bide.
· Chinese: 指向红色的球。
· Arabic: أشر إلى الكرة الحمراء.
Task 2: Story Comprehension
(Reference: Listening Assessment - Task 2)
Read the following short story in the child’s home language and ask questions.
Story: The Lost Kitten
· English: One day, a little girl found a lost kitten in her garden. It was cold and hungry. She took it home and gave it milk. The kitten purred happily.
· Urdu: ایک دن، ایک چھوٹی لڑکی نے اپنے باغ میں ایک کھویا ہوا بلی کا بچہ پایا۔ یہ ٹھنڈا اور بھوکا تھا۔ اس نے اسے گھر لے جا کر دودھ دیا۔ بلی کا بچہ خوشی سے گنگنانے لگا۔
· German: Eines Tages fand ein kleines Mädchen ein verlorenes Kätzchen in ihrem Garten. Es war kalt und hungrig. Sie brachte es nach Hause und gab ihm Milch. Das Kätzchen schnurrte glücklich.
· Kurdish: Roja yekê, keçikê biçûk gûlikekê winda di baxçê xwe de dît. Ew sar û birçî bû. Ew wî gûlê girt û bi xwe ket mala xwe û stê û şîr da.
· Chinese: 有一天，一个小女孩在花园里发现了一只迷路的小猫。它又冷又饿。她把它带回家，给它喝牛奶。小猫开心地喵喵叫。
· Arabic: في يوم من الأيام، وجدت فتاة صغيرة قطة ضائعة في حديقتها. كانت باردة وجائعة. أخذتها إلى المنزل وأعطتها الحليب. بدأت القطة في المواء بسعادة.
Comprehension Questions:
· Where did the girl find the kitten?
· How did the kitten feel?
· What did the girl do to help the kitten?

3. Reading Assessment
Task 1: Word Recognition
(Reference: Reading Assessment - Task 1)
Show the child these words and ask them to read aloud.
· English: House, Tree, Dog
· Urdu: گھر، درخت، کتا
· German: Haus, Baum, Hund
· Kurdish: Mal, Dar, Se
· Chinese: 房子，树，狗
· Arabic: بيت، شجرة، كلب
Task 2: Sentence Reading
(Reference: Reading Assessment - Task 2)
Provide simple sentences for the child to read.
· English: The sun is bright today.
· Urdu: آج سورج چمک رہا ہے۔
· German: Die Sonne scheint heute hell.
· Kurdish: Rojê îro gelek ronahî ye.
· Chinese: 今天太阳很亮。
· Arabic: الشمس مشرقة اليوم.

4. Writing Assessment
Task 1: Copying Words
(Reference: Writing Assessment - Task 1)
Ask the child to copy these words.
· English: Apple, Car, School
· Urdu: سیب، گاڑی، اسکول
· German: Apfel, Auto, Schule
· Kurdish: Sew, Gîra, Dibistan
· Chinese: 苹果，车，学校
· Arabic: تفاحة، سيارة، مدرسة
Task 2: Sentence Writing
(Reference: Writing Assessment - Task 2)
Ask the child to write a sentence about their family or favorite activity.
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
